Percent for Art Tender (November 2010)

Context

Le Chéile Educate Together School was launched on September 1st, 2001 with 48 children. Since then it has grown steadily and now has 428 children in attendance and a staff of 30.From 2001 until 2009 we were housed in an ever increasing warren of pre-fabs adjacent to Drogheda Grammar School. On September 1st, 2009 our beautiful new school building was opened.
An Educate Together School is:

· Child centred

· Democratic 

· Mixed gender and

· Multi-denominational
Each child is valued for his/her uniqueness and no child should feel discriminated against by virtue of faith, economic, social or cultural background. “No child should feel like an outsider” Our school policy is one which promotes celebration of difference and “Learning Together to Live Together”

The % for Art scheme is a scheme which allows the occupants of new buildings to develop an art project appropriate to the particular new building. A committee has been set up which involves all the major stakeholders in the building; parents, staff, builder, architect, our local arts officer and two artists. From this group a selection committee is chosen who select from the applicants for the project and draw up a shortlist. An interview panel is also selected who interview the shortlisted group and decide on the winning applicant, with the approval of the entire committee. The successful project for Le Chéile will be announced at the end of February 2011.
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Brief
Le Cheile Educate Together would like to commission a Visual Artist to create an artwork for their new school environment.  The panel will accept proposals for artwork to be created for inside or outside the school. Le Cheile Educate Together would like this piece of work to be contemporary, informed by the heritage of the area, and also instill Le Cheile Educate Together’s Mission Statement:

· No Child is an Outsider. 

The artwork must be able to engage children from Junior Infants up to Senior Level. It is important that the work is tactile, vibrant and durable.
The commissioned Artist will be experienced in delivering complete projects in a 

fit-out / construction environment and will demonstrate their ability to facilitate high quality outcomes working with a specific professional brief (within a deadline).   The disciplines we imagine the Artist will offer may include: painting, clay, glass, textiles, metal, wood and mixed media. However, we are open to proposals from all visual arts disciplines and will consider applications on the basis of meeting the aims of the project.  
Le Cheile Educate Together would like to commission an Artist to deliver this exciting project between March and September/October 2011.  
Project aims

· Create innovative artwork for Le Cheile Educate Together that celebrates a distinctive sense of place and the School’s Values.
· Enhance Schools Environment for the student, teachers, parent and visitors.
· To be inclusive of the school community.

· Shortlist and interview process complete by February 28th 2011.

· Work to be delivered by the end of September 2011.

The site area is approx 3 acres.  It is a 16 classroom school with 5 special education rooms, P.E. Hall, library and staffroom. Architectural drawings are included in Appendix 1.

· How your unique skills and experience would develop the vision for the project in line with the Schools ethos.

· Proven experience of delivering successful art projects 

· Vision for the delivery of project outcomes in line with the schools ethos.
· Proven ability to work within given budgets and timescales
